Homeroom and Class Overview
The following overview will provide you and your parents / guardians information about expectations, procedures and required materials.  Please carefully review these policies, as they are tools that will ensure success. 

General Expectations

Positive and Respectful body language


*Eyes on me when I’m talking/giving directions.

*No talking when I’m talking.

*Keeping hands down until I’m done with giving directions or talking.

*Positive and respectful interactions with your classmates.

Procedures

* Do not enter the classroom unless a teacher is in the room. 
* There will be a loss of recess time for the following general situations:
-Student(s),  (as a class or individually), are too loud / inappropriate during homeroom or class time. 


-During attendance, if the attendance person has to ask for attendance twice.  


-When I’m counting down from 5, if I have to get to 2.


-Pencils, trash, scraps are left on the floor at the end of the day.


-Talking during a fire drill or lockdown. 

* Your name must be on all your work.   IF YOUR NAME IS NOT ON YOUR WORK WHEN IT IS TURNED IN YOU WILL NOT GET CREDIT, NO NAME NO CREDIT. 

Class Expectations
REQUIRED MATERIALS:  Pen or pencil daily, binder with appropriately labeled tabs, agenda book, take home bring back folder, and text book (depending on the lesson)  

HOMEWORK:  Homework must be turned in the day it is due. For every 3 homework assignments that were not completed or handed in the student will stay in for recess.  For every 5 missing or incomplete homework assignments, 5 points will be taken of the students’ final term average. If a student does not complete a homework assignment he /she must complete a form in the “Missing Homework Binder” that lists the date, assignment and reason it was not complete. 
QUIZZES AND TESTS:  Quizzes and Tests will be graded on a point system.  All major quizzes or test will be announced with appropriate time to prepare.  Occasionally there will be unannounced quizzes throughout the term however these quizzes will not be worth a significant amount of points.  Students will be required to have all tests and quizzes signed by a parent / guardian.   

MAKEUP WORK: If a student is absent, he/ she is responsible for getting all missed work.  Missed work can be found in the “while you were out” folder along with a description of class work and homework for that day.   The student will receive two days for every one day he/she is absent to make up the work (please refer to the beginning of the student handbook). Students are responsible for turning in their own work.  

MISCELLANEOUS:  Long-term projects are due the day a student returns from being absent.  Long-term projects are assigned well before the due dates, and therefore they should be turned in the day of return.  Long- term projects will lose a letter grade for each day turned in late.
